« The ARA has a 60 day “Notification and Consultation Process” during which a Public Information
Session must be held. Anyone can submit comments or objections during the 60 day notice period.

« The Applicant has up to 2 years to address comments and try to resolve issues. At the end of the 2
years, if there are unresolved objections, the application is referred to the Ontario Land Tribunal
(OLT)

- If all issues are resolved, the Minister can issue the License. Zoning must be in place before a
license can be issued.
